Storm Water Advisory Committee Meeting

Tuesday, March 11, 2008

6:00 p.m., Allouez Village Hall

Present:  Gast, Green, Sweasy, Berndt, Foxworthy, Buckley, Michels, Ferguson, Vande Hey, Werner.  

Excused:  Vachon

Modify/adopt agenda:  Foxworthy moved, Berndt seconded and the motion carried to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes.

Approval of minutes dated February 12, 2008:   Michels moved, Sweasy seconded and the motion carried to approve the minutes. All ayes.

Action re:  finalizing public education goals for 2008:  

Vande Hey provided the committee with a report on the comments they made at the February 12th meeting as to the 13 topics required by the DNR to be covered concerning public outreach.  The committee members independently ranked the 13 stormwater topics from highest priority to lowest priority.  Fertilizers and pesticides ranked highest, construction site erosion ranked lowest.  Gas stations were ranked the highest as far as a business activity that may pose a stormwater contamination concern.
Public Education and Outreach.  The DNR requires that a public education and outreach program include, at a minimum, 8 elements or 13 topics.  Goals and objectives, program development, program implementation were discussed at length.  (handout attached to minutes)

Public Involvement and Participation  Committee discussed the goals and objectives, program development, program implementation for the public involvement and participation part of the program.  (handout attached to minutes)

Discussion re:  proposed village storm water ordinances:   Three ordinances are required to be adopted by the village’s stormwater permit and we have 6 months time in which to adopt them:  

(1) Illicit discharge  and connections – illegal sanitary sewer hook-ups to the storm sewer and other discharges into storm sewer such as soap from car washes

(2) Construction Site Erosion Control – keep sediment on site.  This replaces the current erosion control ordinance.

(3) Post Construction Storm Water Management – after a project is done, there has to be a pond or a treatment system put in place, or the property owner has to pay a fee in lieu of treatment if a village pond is used for drainage from their site
Discussion re:  overview of storm water modeling:    Committee members were given a brief overview of the most recent storm water modeling which was done which indicates the village has met its 2008 mandates and where the village needs to go to obtain its 2013 storm water mandates.  We need 15% more of total suspended solids removal to meet the 2013 goals.

Discussion/action re:  storm water plan for compliance with 2013 permit requirements and grant application:  Grant availability and the grant application process was explained to the committee.  Grants must be applied for by April 15, 2008 for the next grant period.  If successful in receiving construction grant monies, we would have 2 years to spend the money – January 1, 2009 through January 1, 2010.  An extension can be requested and a request to substitute a different pond site can be requested.

The various detention pond site options were explained to the committee.  The consensus of the committee was that the recommendation from the Public Work’s Committee to pursue planning grants for Taft, Riverview 1 and Optimist, and construction grants for Kiwanis and Hoffman was a good plan. 
A public informational meeting will be held at 6:30 p.m, Monday, March 17th to explain stormwater mandates and what the village has to do to meet 2013 stormwater mandates.  Committee members want  it stressed to the general public that we listened to what you said and this is what we can do to meet the stormwater mandates.  Committee members recalled all too well the public outcry that occurred when Optimist and Riverview ponds were to be constructed and the public did not have a clear awareness as to what was going on and they also did not have any input into the process.  They did not want this to happen again.
Adjournment:  Foxworthy moved, Michels seconded and the motion carried to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  All ayes.
